MCEPC SCHOLARSHIP AND HARDSHIP POLICY:





As a general rule, Scholarships will be awarded based of the following sliding scale for members/prospective members with an annual income of $75,000 or less (based upon verbal or written attestation of the most recently filed tax returns):





Unemployed / No Income		Full scholarship


Income up to $50,000			75% discount


Income $50,000 to $75,000		50% discount


Income above $75,000			No discount





Full or partial scholarships may also be awarded based on other special circumstances e.g. extraordinary medical expenses. Please provide these details on the application/statement of need.





Scholarships are limited to a maximum of 2 Speaker fee-based events per season.





Applications must be received at least 10 days in advance of the scheduled event you wish to attend for headcount and processing purposes.





Awards are for the specifically requested event and cannot be transferred to another program or product without reapplying for assistance.  Scholarships will not be awarded retroactively. Applicants must apply for financial assistance prior to registering for a program.





You will be notified the day of your application whether you qualify and if seats are available. You will be notified 72 hours before the event as to whether you qualify and if seats are available].
